 

 

A brief message from the new Treasurer on Gift Aid.
 

What is "Gift Aid" I hear you cry!!!!
 

Well, Gift Aid is a Government initiative, which assists charities in obtaining funds from the Government when an individual donates money out of taxed income.  In simple terms if a taxpaying individual donates a £1.00 then the charity can recover a further 28p from the Government.
 

Sounds good doesn't it!  But what is the bad news.  Well there is some bad news I am afraid!  The bad news is that the Government currently insists that individuals donating money formally declare to the charity that he / she pays sufficient tax to allow the charity to reclaim the tax.
 

The recommended wording is "I want Diabetes UK to reclaim tax on all donations I make from 6 April 2000 onwards.  I am a UK taxpayer and will have paid sufficient tax to cover the amount that Diabetes UK will reclaim - currently 28p for every £1 that I give"
 

So, remember if you or someone you know is raising money for charity try and get the donor to sign a simple declaration to enable the charity to boost its funds even further by a free handout from the Government.
